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Test Scores: SAT and ACT

Submit scores from the testing agency to the university (not
accepted otherwise)

Usually just look at your highest score.

Score ranges

SAT vs. ACT
ACT is an achievement test: what student learned in school
SAT: aptitude test: testing reasoning and verbal abilities

Recommend a practice test of each test




How many times should | take the test?

No rule

Taking tests over and over does not guarantee that the
score will increase

Slight Increase 55-57% of test-takers (ACT-1pt, SAT
40points)

About 25-35% of decrease

Depends on your 15t score




Test Scores:
SAT Subject Tests

Required by a limited amount of schools and
suggested by some highly selective schools

Scored on 800 scale and average score is very high

Percentile is key
